Hold protest demonstrations on 7-08-2007

Shri. A. K. Sinha, CMD, BSNL has told that the management has sent a proposal to the government to bring in VRS and to sent out 20,000 employees. The out-going CMD has also told the media persons on 31-7-2007 that the government is examining the pension liabilities of such a ‘large-scale VRS’. The Hon’ble MOC  Shri. A. Raja, while inaugurating the Bharat Sanchar Bhavan on 31-07-2007, has stated that the BSNL is at risk when compared to private operators who has a highly qualified and younger work force.

 Now, it is clear that government is bent on introducing the VRS without even taking the opinion of the Recognized Union. It is relevant to mention here the remark of the former Secretary, DOT, while he addressed our Guwahati All India Conference. Shri. J.S. Sarma told that large work force was the strength of BSNL which none of the private operators was having.

However, the Management has never applied their mind as to how to utilize this experienced work force to effectively compete with the private operators. Nor is the management prepared to listen to the Union on this matter. On the other hand, Management spends huge amounts on outsourcing and contracts.

When the Management is determined to send out 20,000 employees, then how can it be called a voluntary retirement scheme? In effect it will be a compulsory retirement scheme.  When NFTE was recognized, it gave approval for VRS and CRS. On our getting recognition, we pushed it back. It is a threat to our job- security. 

Let us unleash a powerful campaign and mobilize the entire BSNL work force against VRS. As a first step let us hold massive demonstrations on 07-08-2007. 
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
