IV All India Conference

The 4th All India Conference of BSNL Employees union will be held at Mumbai from 13th to 16th February, 2008. The Reception Committee, with Dr. Smt. Subha Raul, Worshipful Mayor of Mumbai as the Chairperson and Comrade Ganesh Mathpati as Secretary, is taking all-out efforts to make the conference a memorable one. 10 sub-committees have also been formed to carry out the various activities connected with the conference.

Venue
The conference will be held at Mulund (West) Mumbai – 83.  All the delegates and visitors will be accommodated at Transit Quarters, P&T Colony, behind Telephone Exchange, Mulund (West), Mumbai – 83. For delegates coming by South and Central Railways, the nearest station is Thane. For delegates coming by the Western Railway (Gujarat, Rajasthan etc.), the nearest station is Dadar. Circle / Local Councils
After getting recognition for the second time one year back, we had undertaken the stupendous task of reconstituting all Circle and Local Councils taking into confidence all our alliance partners. By now, besides National Council, 42 Circle Councils and about 400 Local Councils are reconstituted / formed. However, a few cases are still pending due to various reasons. Circle Secretaries are requested to forward, pending nominations in consultation with alliance partners with their signatures. They are also requested to send comprehensive report to CHQ on formation of Circle / Local Councils before the end of January, 2008.
While sending proposals for change in nominations, please give the reasons for such changes and also indicate the union of concerned member.

Transfer Policy

After protracted discussions agreement has been signed with management dropping the anti-worker clauses. CHQ has demanded early implementation of the agreement by issuing necessary orders.
JTO 35% Quota
1000 Vacancies from outside quota of JTO direct recruitment have been diverted for promoting the qualified candidates of 35% quota. This diversion is for 2006 and 2007 vacancies. Circle wise allotment is also made.
