Gist of decisions in DoT- BSNL- BSNLEU Committee held on 11.09.2008

The following is the gist of decisions of the committee held on 11.09.08 under the Chairmanship of Shri J.S.Deepak, Joint Secretary, DoT.  Com.V.A.N.Namboodiri attended on behalf of BSNLEU.

1. Issue of Presidential orders for Temporary Status Mazdoors (TSM) absorbed in BSNL.


151 Cases received from H.P.Circle already cleared.  The list from other circles are yet to be received from BSNL.  DDG (SR) BSNL stated that whatever lists received from Circles have been sent to DoT last week.  It was assured that these cases will be settled early.

2. House Rent Allowance


25 New cases of HRA has been received and sent to DPE for approval.  9 Cases are under process.


24 Renewal cases are being examined and will be settled by this month end.

3. Anomaly in pay of BSNL employees consequent to shift from CDA to IDA Scales


The case is under examination in consultation with Finance Advice.  DPE reply is received   and BSNL is authorized to take necessary action.

4. Merger of 50% IDA for BSNL Retirees


The proposal for merger of 50% IDA for BSNL retirees should first be approved by BSNL Board and the points raised by Finance Branch of DoT should be considered.  Then it is to be sent for approval of DoT.  The Joint Secretary, DoT assured to settle it by this month itself, after BSNL Boards decision.

5. Pension to BSNL Employees


In order to remove the restrictions on pension liability of the Government, a draft Cabinet Note has been prepared with the approval of the Hon’ble Ministry of Communications & IT and the same has been circulated to the concerned Ministries / Departments as part of inter-ministerial consultation.


Comments / views of the concerned Ministries / Departments on the Draft Cabinet Note is awaited.

6. Disciplinary cases pending with DoT


115 Cases are already settled after the union taking up the cases.  52 cases are still pending.  3 Cases are at examination stage.  Other 49 cases have been examined and referred to concerned circle offices for complying with procedural formalities.  Joint Secretary, DoT agreed to write to CMD, BSNL for getting all these cases returned to BSNL for disposal.


Com.V.A.N.Namboodiri, General Secretary, BSNLEU suggested that all the above issues discussed be settled early.  Joint Secretary, DoT agreed.
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
