Payment of Bonus for 2007 - 2008

Sir,

Kindly recall our discussion today with regard to the payment of bonus for 2007-08 for non-executive employees of BSNL.

As we have already stated, there is full justification for grant of minimum bonus of Rs.10,000 for 2007-08 also as was done for 2006-07.

It is agreed that during the last year the revenue as well as profit has gone down mainly due to our inability to provide connections due to lack of capacity of mobile lines.  The stiff competition in telecom sector has compelled the management to reduce the tariffs, which has also resulted in reduction of total revenue for the year 2007-08.  The withdrawal of licence fee reimbursement, reduction in ADC and also in USO Funds have been reasons for the reduction in revenue and profit.  If the above situation has not arisen, the revenue for 2007-08 would have been more than 2006-07, if not Rs.50,000 crores as envisaged by the management and staff side.

The pay scales of BSNL employees are to be revised w.e.f. 01.01.2007.  BSNL Employees Union has already demanded the minimum wage of Rs.14,000 to NE-1 pay scale and as such even if the grade has gone down, minimum bonus will be more than Rs.10,000.

The BSNL Vision 2010 and the serious efforts to increase the connection and growth of BSNL will naturally result in passing over the crisis and resulting in improvement in revenue and profit.  If the management and staff make all out efforts for expansion development and better service, there is no doubt that the present situation will improve.

In view of the above, it is requested that our demand for minimum of Rs.10,000 as paid in the last year may be continued this year, so that the staff will be motivated for further improvement and development in BSNL.

An early favourable decision is required, so that the bonus for this year can be paid by 20th September 2008, and the employees are enabled to celebrate the coming festival season.
