DHARNA ON 28TH JULY DEFERRED

Dear Comrades,

Hearty Congratulations to all of you for having made the “Call Attention Day” on 12th July 2005 a big success. The full report is yet to be received from circles. Telegrams are being received even now. 

Issues Settled: The decision of Pune CEC to go on an agitation protesting against the non-implementation of agreements reached was brought to the notice of management. This has created urgency on the management to issue orders on the following three demands. 
1. Increasing of free calls on concessional telephones.

2. Implementing LIC based Insurance Scheme.
3. Raising the quantum of welfare gift to Rs. 2001/- to retiring employees.
Meeting with CMD

On 20.07.2005 Coms. V.A.N. Namboodiri, GS, P. Abhimanyu, Dy. GS, Nafe Singh, Treasurer along with other union representatives met Shri. A.K. Sinha, CMD and discussed the delay in implementing decisions. CMD gave a patient hearing. Grant of gift to staff, providing STD on concessional telephones, restoring power of CGMs to create posts for appointment on compassionate grounds etc. were brought to his notice. CMD informed us that power of the CGMs to sanction posts for CGA is already approved by the managing committee and the full board is likely to approve it within a few days. Regarding implementing the decisions of the National Council on issues such as Gift, STD facility etc. the response of the CMD was positive. With a view to bring expeditious settlement of issues in the National Council, we demanded that the CMD should preside over the Council. CMD has agreed to look into this demand. 
28th Programme Deferred


After the meeting with CMD, the unions sat together and discussed. Considering all aspects including the orders issued, the discussions with CMD, BSNL and the appeal by the management, it was unanimously decided to defer the Dharna programme of 28th July. 

National Council


The next meeting of the National Council will be held on 04.08.2005. The BSNLWRU has asked to drop one of their nominees from National Council. As such Shri. R.K. Chaturvedi, Circle Secretary, Rajasthan has been nominated to the National Council. This seat will be rotated after every 2 National Council Meetings to accommodate other Circle Secretaries.
